From the south via Route 8
· You’ll come into the center of Adams and the only 4-way traffic light in town.  There will be a McDonalds on your right just before the light.  
· Take a left at the light.  That puts you on Park St. which is the main street in Adams.  Travel about 0.2 miles until you see the McKinley Statue standing in the middle of the street.  Take a left here onto Maple St.
· See below for Maple St. to Greylock Glen and the Thunderbolt.
From the north via Route 8

· As you approach the center of town you’ll see 2 huge Catholic churches on your right.  Can’t miss them.  Just past these you’ll see the McKinley Statue in the middle of the street.  Take a right on Maple St. immediately before the statue.  
· See below for Maple St. to Greylock Glen and the Thunderbolt.
From the east via Route 116
· You’ll come into town from Savoy and hit a 4-way traffic light.  Go straight through the light.  That puts you on Park St. which is the main street in Adams.  Travel about 0.2 miles until you see the McKinley Statue standing in the middle of the street.  Take a left here onto Maple St.
· See below for Maple St. to Greylock Glen and the Thunderbolt.

· Maple Street brings you up a hill past a cemetery on you right.  Be sure to check out the Quaker Meeting House on the right at the top of the hill.  Take a left onto West Rd. (also called Friend St.)
· Take West Rd. for 0.4 miles and look for Jaescke’s Orchard and Gould Rd. on your right.  Take that right onto Gould Rd.
· Gould Rd. brings you up a little hill and into the Greylock Glen.  At the top of the hill Gould Rd. will take a left hand turn.  Just keep driving as straight and as far as you can.  The road leads to the Thunderbolt trailhead.   In the summertime it turns to dirt, and it is always rough.  In the winter, the Town of Adams doesn’t plow it.  If it’s early in the year and there isn’t a lot of snow, you’ll be able to take it all the way to the Thunderbolt trailhead signs.  If not, or if you don’t have a 4WD, just park on the side of the road and walk in.  It’s about three-fourths of a mile if you park and have to walk in.
